Accreditation of C oaches

A Level 1 Masters Coaching Course (modified and simplified by the Victorian Branch of Masters Swimming Australia) was
attended by 30 trainee coaches in August. A number of accredited coaches also attended sessions to maintain their
accreditation status. The course was held at Perth College with kind assistance from Fiona Njirich, physical and health
education teacher, who also presented the technique and poolside demonstration session. Robyn Wilson provided invaluable
administrative support for the course.

All other presenters for the course were sourced from Masters swimming clubs in WA: Kay Cox, Carine; Sue Colyer, Stadium
Snappers; Caryn Kiellor, Westcoast; Peter Maloney, Melville; and Kim Tyler, Fremantle. Everyone did a great job and
evaluation of the course demonstrated that it was well received and relevant.

Most of the course participants are now well into working u p their required hours to achieve accreditation, so swimmers will
benefit from an increased coaching presence in many clubs.

All branches were represented and our contribution is now being compiled into a new course by
education specialists in Victoria.

The coordination and
running of the Dale Alcock State Open Water Svim, BE ACTIVE $te Swim and the BE ACTIVE ClubChallenge events, all
went smoothly with the support from Wendy Holtom (Executive Officer), Judith Crawford (Technical Officer) and Robyn
Wilson (Swim Meet Coordinator). And of course the clubs and individuals who ran these events.

Swimming Events

During the year a total of around 30 events were available to swimmers. It was noted this year that some clubs ran events
at a monetary loss. These events need to cover costs and a realistic cost needs to be charged. There were 9 Be Active
Club Challenge (BACC) events set for 2009 with one being cancelled due to pool renovations. These events were well
attended with more people swimming in BACC events than previous years. Each event was run with professionalism, with
teams of helpers from the organising club putting on a great day. The spirit of fun and friendship came out at these events.

In October the annual Club Captains meeting was held. This was an opportunity for clubs to put forward changes and to
discuss events for the 2010 calendar. It was noted that there is an opening for additional BACC events to be held in the first
half of the year but as yet no takers - a thought for the future.

Two noteworthy events for 2009 were.

1. Claremont Masters Relay Carnival- An event like this has been needed for some time. Members of Claremont
Masters should be congratulated for this carnival. This half day event saw clubs participate in a fast-paced swim
with lots of competiti on and friendly rivalry.

2. HeartSwim - Once again this was a great event, with nearly $45,000 raised for the Heart Foundation. Thank you to
Jack Busch and to all clubs who helped put the event together.

The changes to allow 18 year oldsto compete in Masters events will see added competition in future years.

Officials

The team of officials lead by Judith Crawford is to be congratulated. This small band of dedicated officials sacrifice their own
swimming to ensure all of our sanctioned swims run smoothly and i n a fair manner. These events are also supported by you,
the members of Masters Swimming WA, who conduct, organise, record and time keep. Without the support of members our

swimming events would not happen.

Over the last 12 months Judith Crawford has conducted official accreditation courses and reaccreditation training. Workshops
have also been held to keep all officials up to date with rule changes and to make sure all officials work as a team.

National Swim 2011

The Organising Committee of the 2011 National Masters Swimming Championships,to be held in to Perth in April, has set
the events and has plans in place for the open water swim. During 2010 we will call on volunteers to put their names
forward to help.

2009 BE ACTIVE State Swim

Meet Manager and Team Manager software was used successfully by nearly all clubs hosting or entering the BE ACTIVE Club
Challenge (BACC) eventsor Long Distance Swim events

Results from 8 BACC events, plus theBE ACTIVEState Swim (attended by 1234 swimmers) and 6 Long Distance Swims (164
swimmers) were uploaded to the National Results and Records Portal the day the event was held. One event was cancelled
due to pool closure.

The State Records Officer (Lillian Hadley) accepted234 State records (113 Long course and 121 Short course) set by 51
individuals from 18 Clubs (86 female and 148 male), as well as 57 relay records (50 Short course and 7 Long course). Clubs
recording more than 15 records individual records, were led by Bold Park 56, Claremont 47, Westcoast 33, Somerset 32,
Mandurah 26, Swan Hills 25 and Stadium Snappers 19. Freestyle recordstotaled 66, Butterfly 57, Breaststroke 46,
Backstroke 44, and Individual Medley 21.

Vic Paul (WBP) set 43 State records, Paul Vivers (WBP) 15, Gary Bradley (WCM) and Geoffrey Short (8H) 11, Rodney Baker
(WMH) 10, Adrian Davini (WSH), Kaye Vallance (WSM) and Ryan Spencer (WMH) 9 and Caryn Kiellor 8.

National Records consisted of 47 Individual and 8 Relay records. Vic Paul (WBP) set 25, Rodney Baker (WMH) 11, Geoffrey
Short (WSH) 4, Adrian Davini (WSH) 3, and one each to Caryn Kiellor (WWC), Dean Stockwell (WCM),Eric Watson (WWC)
and Gordon Mectalf (WML). Somerset set the most Relay records setting 4 out of the 8.

Meet Manager/Team Manager was again used to record Club time trial swims for uploading into the National Portal, though
only a few Clubs entered swimmers times.

The New Aerobics Program did not eventuate and there were a few problems with the change over from the old database to
the new Clubs Ontline system, which caused delays in getting the old Program up and running again for some clubs.
Hopefully the new Program will be issued early in the year so that Club Recorders can utilise it through the year instead of a
last minute rush.

I wish to thank Lillian Hadley (State Records Officer) for doing a marvellous job in getting the records accepted and print ed
ready for handing out at Council of Clubs meetings.

The Dale Alcock Club Open Water Swims series consisted of 10 events run by Masters Swimming Clubs and theDale Alcok
State Open Water Swim, the results from these, plus any qualifying Surf Club swims were compiled into the Open Water

| have attended the two National Board Meetings in April and October this year. 2009 has seen some major changes that
have taken many hours to resolve:

1. The deletion of the word AUSSIfrom our name. Our Association is now known as Masters Swimming Australia.

2. Lowering the membership age to 18 years.

3. A non-manifest Medical Disability will not be considered for swimmers competing in the National Championship.

4 The requirement for pools to be surveyed for National Records to be set.

5. That a procedure be developed and implemented to ensure that all those members who have permanent disabilities
do not have to resubmit an MD form each year.

6. Calculation of the Male and Female Swimmers of the Meet will be the aggregate number of points gained by

swimmers from their best five individual swims at the meet as calculated by the FINA points tabulation formula

p=(base time/time)*3*1000. Poi nts are calcul ated for FI Nworldlacsrtisenr s event s
each age group and course. For the 18 - 24 age group, the calculation to be used will be Masters World Records for

the age group 25 i 29.

0 Aerobics 2 is in the testing stage; the program has been reviewed and sent back for finalisation. It is still expected that
this program will be ready to launch for 2010.
